All the students admitted to various Under-Graduate courses like B.A. (Programme) &
B.A.(Hons.) Programme, B.Com & B.Com(Hons), B.Sc(Life Sciences) & B.Sc'(Hons) are
required to carry their Original Fee Payment Receipt of the current academic year for

casting their votes for the Internal Complaints Committee (ICC) election to be held on 17t
February, 2023, as per schedule.

All those eligible students who have not been issued Identity Cards so far or have lost
their Identity Card, may be allowed to cast their vote if they produce a verified fee payment
receipt by the College Accounts Section and one of the following IDs (in original):-

1. Voter identity Card
2. Aadhar Card

3. Pan Card

4. Driving License

5. Passport

It is pertinent to mention here that under no circumstances shall any
student be permitted to cast his/her vote without a valid government
issued photo Identity Card in original.

The students may contact the office of the Section Officer (Administration) and obtain the
“Admission Slip” for casting his/her votes, if otherwise eligible.

Please note that mobile phones and any other electronic device is not allowed inside the
polling booth. Every voter can elect upto Two Female representatives and One Male
representative through the transparent democratic process of secret ballot.
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
