The Department of Sociology at Sri Venkateswara College, University of Delhi, held its annual festival, Conscience 
Collective, on 20 February 2025. The event brought together students from various Delhi University colleges and other 
education institutes in Delhi NCR, to engage with sociological themes through activities like Flip the Script 
(discussion), Film Fanatic Feud (short film screening), Pixel Parade (photo presentation), and Society in Shambles 
(meme contest). Cultural events such as Melange: The Cultural Jam and Two to Tango added fun to the day. The fest 
began at 10 AM with an inauguration ceremony, including a welcome speech, lamp lighting, and a welcome dance. 
Department President Khushi also addressed the audience. Faculty members shared their thoughts and encouraged 
students throughout the event. 

The debate event (Flip the Script) commenced with discussion on topics including work-life balance, social 
relationships. The forum opened up for broader discussion, encouraging interactive engagement with themes like 
patriarchy, reflexivity, and workforce challenges. Participants explored the intersections of gender, class, caste, and 
labor, moving beyond simplistic views. Film Fanatic Feud, the short film screening event, brought together aspiring 
filmmakers, movie enthusiasts, and professionals for a day of cinematic creativity. Participants showcased their short 
films, judged on originality, storytelling, cinematography, and technical skill. The Pixel Parade – photo-essay 
competition allowed participants to communicate social issues, concepts, and phenomena through a series of 
photographs and captions. These visual stories sparked passionate and thoughtful debates on complex themes like 
feminism, capitalism, gender roles, and the modern workforce. The next event, Society in Shambles – meme 
competition was an engaging event where participants used humor and creativity to comment on social issues. Students 
expressed their perspectives on societal challenges through memes in which participants explained the messages 
behind their memes, sparking discussions on contemporary social issues through satire and humor.  

As the fest came to a close, prizes were awarded to the winners of Conscience Collective 2025 and the Annual Sports 
Meet. This ceremony recognized the achievements of participants and celebrated their dedication and talent throughout 
the day. 

The event ended with the lively Fusion Fest, where participants showcased their talents in music and dance.This year’s 
Conscience Collective wrapped up with a legacy of intellectual engagement, creativity, and community spirit, 
enhancing participants' sociological understanding, critical thinking, and teamwork skills while fostering a strong sense 

of community.
