Educational Trip to Partition Museum, on 11th October, 2025 

OBJECTIVES 
The Department organized an educational trip to the Partition 
Museum, located in the historic Dara Shikoh Library Building 
at Kashmere Gate.  

The aim of the visit was to educate students about one of the 
deadliest and most significant events in South Asian history. 
Students had the opportunity to explore firsthand accounts, as 
well as beautiful and historical pieces of art related to the 
Partition. The museum also shed light on aspects of the Partition 
that are often overlooked or remain unknown in mainstream 
discussions of this brutal event. 

We were guided by Mr. Nikhil, who provided an informative 
tour of the museum’s rooms and shared the history and purpose 
behind its establishment. This museum serves as a smaller 
extension of the Partition Museum in Amritsar.

The trip commenced with the students arriving at the 
destination, where Mr. Nikhil welcomed us and provided an 
insightful introduction about the history and purpose behind the 
museum’s establishment. He then guided us through the various 
rooms and exhibits, explaining the stories and artifacts in detail.

By engaging with personal testimonies, visual archives, and 
preserved artifacts, students were able to connect historical 
events with lived human experiences, fostering a sense of 
empathy and awareness toward the immense suffering, 
displacement, and resilience of those affected. The museum’s 
immersive curation encouraged participants to reflect upon 
themes of identity, belonging, memory, and concepts that 
continue to shape South Asia’s socio-political landscape today.
