OBJECTIVES

¢ To critically engage with the civil rights movement in the
United States through the lens of cinema.

¢ To understand the socio-political climate of 1960s America,
especially in the context of racial segregation, systemic
injustice, and grassroots activism.

e To analyze historical representation and cinematic
interpretation of real-life events in American history.

METHODOLOGY

o A screening of the film Mississippi Burning was organized in
the college seminar hall for students enrolled in the History of
the USA: Reconstruction to New Age Politics course.

¢ The film was contextualized as a cinematic depiction of the
FBI investigation into the murder of civil rights activists in
Mississippi during the 1960s.

¢ Faculty members introduced the historical background prior
to the screening, explaining its relevance to the coursework.




¢ Following the screening, an open discussion was held,
facilitated by faculty, allowing students to share insights, ask
questions, and reflect on the historical and ethical themes
portrayed in the film.

o Key issues such as racial violence, federal intervention, and
the role of civil rights activism were critically examined
through both historical and cinematic perspectives.
